Sampling of perfumes will be provided  by Paris Gallery, Ajmal and Dubai Duty Free.
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Perfume Avenue

Specially launched in City Centre Mirdif, Perfume Avenue will host influencers, celebrities, perfume experts, as well as exhibitions on perfumes, all for shoppers to enjoy. This area will have daily programs which will include private expert talk sessions on perfumes; entrepreneur sessions; private perfume launches and perfume making workshops. The setup for this market will be more of contemporary style as these niche products reaches international clients such as Atelier Perfumery, Galeries Lafayette, Paris Gallery, Harvey Nichols etc.

Master perfume maker Roja Dove, will deliver a private perfume session for guests at Perfume Avenue’s main stage. The exhibition will give shoppers an exclusive walk through the history of some of the world’s most famous perfumes that have engaged people’s senses over the years.

· Annick Goutal Historical Exhibition

Paris Gallery will host an Annick Goutal Historical Fragrance exhibition a celebration of the Dubai Shopping Festival, as well as a great way for shoppers to see 10 very special perfumes on display. 

· 10 Most Expensive Perfumes Exhibition

As part of DSF’s 2016 edition, Paris Gallery will also be creating a ‘World’s Most Expensive Perfumes’ stand. Roja Dove’s ‘Roja Parfums’ will be contributing to the stand by showcasing the ‘GREAT Britain – By Appointment’  a special edition perfume adorned with a cap made from diamonds, amethysts and 18 carat gold. The ‘World’s Most Expensive Perfumes’ will feature 10 perfumes from around the world and from global perfume brands such as -  Clive Christian, Guerlain, Chanel and Kilian. The value of these perfumes will range between 13,500 AED and 700,000 AED.

Paris Gallery will host niche perfume stands at the Perfume Avenue at City Centre Mirdif.  15 stands, each displaying a perfume from a luxury niche brand, will adorn this area. Visitors will have the chance to learn about niche perfumes and even sample them. A 10% discount voucher redeemable on any perfume at Paris Gallery in City Centre Mirdif will be distributed to visitors during this week.


· Ajmal Perfume Museum

There is a passion for perfumes in the GCC region, especially the UAE and with this Dubai Festivals and Retail Establishment and Ajmal have come together to bring a new concept to life by displaying exquisite Oud perfumes during DSF 2016. Another Paris Gallery event will be the Biggest Perfume Spray event in City Centre Deira as part of the Perfume Theme of DSF 2016. The attempt will feature the most number of people who will spray the perfume at the same time once the countdown timer sets to zero.

Stage activities

Shoppers can congregate at the Perfume Avenue to truly enhance their DSF experience during the perfume theme.
